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The Australian science industry produces scientific
products and services for measuring and analysing
physical, chemical and biological properties.

In 2006-07, manufacturing production was estimated to
be $1,033 million, exports $950 million, imports $3,317
million and employment 5,612. Services production was
estimated to be $5,566 million, exports were $200 million
and employment was 39,643. The industry was growing at
more than 10 per cent annually.

Scientific products are in Australia’s top 10 manufactured
exports. This knowledge-intensive export-oriented industry
is highly competitive in niche markets of global supply chains
for scientific products and services. The larger Australian
manufacturers export up to 97 per cent of their production.
The main export markets for manufacturers are the USA,
EU and North Asia. Australian laboratory services
companies operate in Australia, New Zealand, Asia, EU and
the Americas.

The industry’s successful manufacturing companies have
been built on the commercialisation of intellectual property
from public sector research, such as CSIRO. Products of this
research include spectrophotometers and components for
chromatography  equipment. ~ Manufacturing/service
companies include A.i.Scientific Pty Ltd, SGE Analytical
Science, GBC Scientific Equipment Pty Ltd, Invetech Pty
Ltd (now part of Danaher Corporation), Newport Scientific
Pty Ltd, Australian Laboratory Services, Rofin Australia P/L,
NIR Technology Systems, Varian Australia Pty Ltd and
Vision BioSystems Pty Ltd. (now also part of Danaher
Corporation). Manufacturers are concentrated largely on the
Eastern seaboard of Australia.
